® Schedule an annual appliance inspection,
cleaning and tune-up by a qualified
specialist.

® Have vents and chimneys inspected by a
qualified expert at least once a year.

® Have a technician check the combustion air
provisions for your appliances.

® Store combustibles and flammables far
away from gas appliances.
